Rules and Conditions for the 2020 Rupert Downs Paint & Appaloosa Futurity

Race is open only to Paint and Appaloosa foals born in 2018.  There is no sex allowance.

Trials and Finals will be run at 350 yards.

The race shall be conducted under rules of the Idaho State Racing Commission.

The decision of the Stewards shall be final in all matters. All payment and fees are accepted only on the condition that all persons nominating or starting a horse in this event agree to abide by the decisions of the Stewards and or the Idaho State Racing Commission.

Each trial shall be raced under the same conditions as the Stakes with the eight fastest times going into the finals.  There shall be no also eligible or consolation.

Entries in the trials owned by the same owner or trained by the same trainer shall be split if possible.

In the event of a time malfunction, the stewards will revert to hand times to determine the qualifiers.

Should a horse be disqualified in the trials, he shall be given the time of the horse he is placed behind, plus .001 second.

Should the gates fail to open in front of a horse during the running of the trials or stakes, the horse shall be declared a non-starter and no liability will be incurred beyond the return of all payments that have been paid on that horse, less 15% administration fees.

Of the nomination and sustaining fees 15 % shall be deducted to defray expenses incurred in putting on the race.

Purse distribution shall be (8) monies paid as follows:  45%, 25% 15%, 5% 4% 2% 2% 2%.

Nominating and sustaining payments must be made through the US mail and must be received by the payment deadline. 

Rupert Downs reserves the right to cancel this Stakes race for any reason it deems good and sufficient, and agrees to return to the horsemen all nominating fees or sustaining fees, of horses which remain eligible, less 15%.

As per new APHA rules; All Paints must have a regular APHA registered ancestor in the first and second generation of their pedigree.
